After the Soviet Union had dissolved in the early 1990s, its Central Asian member
states found themselves released into independence and into the challenge to
handle their national and international affairs by themselves for the first time. The
countries’ football affairs were no exception. They had to join FIFA and AFC as full
members with all rights and duties, competed in FIFA and AFC qualifiers and
competitions, had to do training-camps abroad.

While football in Kirgistan, Turkmenistan and Tadjikistan was not able to take off
well in Asian competitions, Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan became rather successful
with their national teams. Mohamed S. Hamida first came into contact with the
officials of the Kazakhstan Football Federation when they approached him for a
training-camp in Dubai in 1995.

Five years of close cooperation and support followed. During this time he assisted
the Football Federation of Kazakhstan in their external affairs, organized training-
camps, accompanied the teams to qualifiers and competitions in Asia, to AFC and
FIFA congresses, to the FIFA U-20 World Cup in Nigeria 1999, as an official member
of the Federation.

All big, medium
and even smaller sports events in the
modern world are subject to finacing
via sponsorships and advertising deals.
